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From “Resource Co-construction” to “Teacher-Student Co-enlightenment”:
Mechanisms, Effectiveness, and Reflections on the Closed-loop Ideological

Abstract : To solve the integration dilemma of ideological and political education in higher vocational media
professional courses, this study constructs and initially verifies a four—stage educational closed—
loop model of “Resource Co-construction — Internalization and Exploration — Practical Co-
enlightenment — Dissemination and Feedback” . This model integrates multiple theories to achieve
the integration of knowledge, emotion, and value driven by context, defining “teacher—student co—
enlightenment” as the unity of deep cognition, positive emotion, and conscious value. In the practice
of the Communication and Planning major at Maoming Vocational and Technical College, the model
relies on the co—construction of characteristic resources such as “Good Heart Culture” to guide
students’ internalization and exploration, and achieves “practical co—enlightenment” in the theme
creation of “Red Lychee Culture” , which is finally disseminated and forms feedback through new
media matrix. Initial evidence suggests that this closed—loop effectively promotes students’ deep
learning, strengthens value identification, and internalizes professional abilities and ideological and
political literacy through core mechanisms such as contextual immersion, practical generation, and
reflective feedback
